LESSON QUESTIONS
The two oracles in Zechariah 9-14 are undated. They contain prophecies that span from Zechariah’s day through the still future Millennial Kingdom when Jesus the Messiah will reign in Jerusalem. Chapters 9-11 describe God’s protection and strengthening of Jerusalem amid judgment on surrounding nations and Israel’s various military losses and victories, the coming Messiah, and ultimate victory for God’s people. Chapters 12-14 further describe protection of Israel and the coming Messiah as well as a future cleansing for Israel. The Messianic prophecies in chapters 9-11 contain aspects of Christ’s first coming, and the Messianic prophecies in chapters 12-14 contain aspects of Christ’s second coming.

1. Using Zechariah 9:1-8, list the phrases that describe the judgments on the nations surrounding Israel. Verses 1-4 are against the cities of Lebanon and verses 5-8 against the cities of Philistia. 
2. What prophecy of the Lord Jesus Christ is given in Zechariah 9:9? ______________________________________________

Read the fulfillment of this prophecy in Matthew 21:5, Mark 11:7-11, Luke 19:28-40, and John 12:12-16.

How did Zechariah describe the role of the Messiah in Zechariah 9:10-13?

3. According to Zechariah 9:14-17, how would Israel be empowered over her enemies?

4. Zechariah 10 describes how God’s people followed false ideas (idols) and deceptive leaders. He describes how God would raise up the perfect shepherd and how the Messiah will bless God’s people. (Opinion) What image or phrase stands out to you and why?

5. In Zechariah 11, God uses an image of a flock to describe the condition and actions of His people and ultimately speaks of raising up a perfect shepherd. According to Zechariah 11:1-3, why was there mourning across the land? 

6. What role did Zechariah play in Zechariah 11:4-7?
7. How did Israel reject the Shepherd (Messiah) in Zechariah 11:8-14?

8. How did Zechariah describe Israel’s physical deliverance in Zechariah 12:1-9?

9. According to Zechariah 12:10, how would the spiritual deliverance of Israel be accomplished?
10. Use three words to describe the condition of the hearts of God’s people in Zechariah 12:10-14.
11. Zechariah 13 alternates between promises of future judgment and future restoration and connects back to Zechariah’s earlier prophetic image of the shepherd and his flock. Continuing from the end of Zechariah 12, how does Zechariah 13:1-6 describe the spiritual deliverance of Israel?

12. In Mark 14:26-31, how does Jesus connect Zechariah 13:7 to his disciples’ future behavior? 
What grace does Jesus offer them despite knowing how they will respond? Mark 14:28
13. According to Zechariah 13:8-9, what would become of God’s people?

14. According to Zechariah 14:1-3, what would be Jerusalem’s fate?

15. Zechariah 14:4-21 describes the coming of the Lord and the reign of the Lord. What detail(s) stand out to you?
PERSONAL APPLICATION
Exodus 21:32 speaks of thirty pieces of silver as the amount of money paid to the owner of a slave from the owner of the ox responsible for the death of the slave. The slave owner was recompensed 30 pieces of silver for the life of his slave. In Zechariah 11, God says that the flock (that represents God’s people) valued the shepherd (played by Zechariah and whom we know to be Jesus Christ) at the price of 30 pieces of silver. The fulfillment of this prophecy is presented in Matthew 26-27 when Judas Iscariot considered the Lord Jesus Christ to be worth 30 pieces of silver. How would you describe the value of Jesus Christ to someone who doesn’t yet believe in Jesus as Savior and Lord?
When Israel considered their salvation in Zechariah 12:10-14, they first looked to the pierced one and then mourned because they realized that they bore some of the responsibility for his death. When you look to Jesus Christ and consider his identity and his work, do you mourn your sin? Sometimes, we consider our sin first, then look to Jesus with thanksgiving. Zechariah 12 shows us that we ought first to look at the one we pierced, then mourn our sin. God the Father sends God the Spirit so that humanity will look upon God the Son. How would you describe God the Father, God the Son, and God the Spirit to someone who doesn’t yet believe in Jesus as Savior and Lord?
