Luke 1: Jesus Fulfills God’s Promises
I. Introduction to Luke









Luke 1:1-4
A. Author: Luke (physician, missionary, Gentile, and more)
B. Audience: Theophilus

C. Purpose: To show that Jesus Christ represents the fulfillment of God’s promises of salvation and redemption
1. Salvation: (in the context of the Bible) deliverance from the eternal consequences of sin for the purpose of enjoying God’s promised blessings

2. Redemption: (in the context of the Bible) buying back (by paying a ransom or price) someone that had become enslaved or something that was lost 

3. In the Garden of Eden, Adam and Eve were representatives of all humanity. When they disobeyed God’s commands, the consequences of their choices extended to all creation and all humanity. After “the fall,” humans owed their lives to God as payment for sin. Jesus Christ bought back our lives by substituting himself, taking the punishment humanity deserves, so God’s people can be restored to a perfect relationship with God. 

4. The penalty of sin no longer remains after you choose faith in Jesus Christ. However, the presence of sin remains until Jesus Christ returns. God promised Jesus will return, but God is patiently waiting for more people to come into his kingdom before he sends Jesus to restore all creation.

5. In those who have faith in Jesus Christ, God’s Holy Spirit brings new birth and produces holiness. Suffering is to be expected, but the Holy Spirit equips believers to serve Christ, persevere in holiness, and tell others about Jesus (share the good news by looking forward to an eternal future).

6. God’s people of every nation, from all tribes, peoples, and languages will live in a new creation and enjoy God’s rule and presence for eternity (Revelation 21-22).
