Sharing About the Kingdom of God like Jesus Did
I. Jesus Shared Boldly & Tenderly at the Same Time


Luke 13:10-35
A. The kingdom of God breaks the power of Satan.

B. The kingdom of God grows (even when we can’t see it).
C. The only way to know God is to know His Son, Jesus the Christ. (John 14:6 and 17:3; 1 John 5:12)
D. Not everyone will be in the kingdom of God, and Jesus hurts for those who do not believe.
II. Jesus Challenged People’s Thoughts and Attitudes

Luke 14:1-24
A. Jesus challenged their traditions; religious hypocrisy kept them from the Lord. (Verses 2-6; Matthew 23:13)
B. Jesus challenged their pride; God desires that we seek humility. (Verses 7-11; James 4:6)
C. Jesus challenged their generosity. (Verses 12-14; Luke 16:13)
D. Jesus challenged their presumptions. (Verses 15-24; Matthew 3:8-9)
III. Jesus Clearly Communicated the Cost of Following Him

Luke 14:25-35
A. A disciple’s priorities will look different than what the world teaches. (Family cannot be an idol.) 
B. A disciple will prioritize God’s will over his or her own desires to advance God’s kingdom.

C. A disciple will count the cost and embrace the cost always remembering the price paid to be reconciled to God.
D. Rejecting Jesus renders one as worthless as ruined salt in the ancient world.

IV. Personal Application
A. Being acquainted with Jesus is not enough to know God. 
B. Keep a short account with God. All those invited to the Great Banquet probably thought they were in good standing with the host. (Luke 14:12-20)
C. The more we deny our need for God, the further away we get from his kingdom.
D. May God give us eyes to see opportunities to share our faith, courage to speak, and give our words power as we share the good news of His Son Jesus Christ. May God give ears to hear.
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
