4. At the end of Luke 16, Jesus made the point that eternity is real, and that his listeners (and we) must decide what we believe about Jesus while we are alive. In Luke 17:1, the Greek word skandalon is used for “offenses,” “temptations,” or “things that cause people to stumble,” and it means “the movable stick or trigger of a trap or snare.” Jesus taught his disciples that traps will come and warned that stumbling blocks should not come from his disciples. 
(Application) Give examples of how the lives of disciples of Jesus can cause others to stumble.
5. (Application) Read Luke 17:3-4 with Ephesians 4:1-16 (especially verses 2 and 15). Give an example or more of what it looks like to rebuke a fellow believer in love. 

6. (Application) How is forgiveness a blessing both to receive and to give in the body of Christ?
(Application) When have you received forgiveness from a brother or sister in Christ?
(Application) When have you given forgiveness to a brother or sister in Christ?

7. Jesus’ command to forgive a fellow believer who repents indicates that we take their repentance at their word. We are not to judge the sincerity of one’s repentance even if he or she “sins against you seven times in the day, and turns to you seven times, saying, ‘I repent’”. (Opinion) How does forgiveness test our faith and measure our love?

8. (Opinion) How might an increase in faith help with Jesus’ command to forgive (or how might faith be required to meet it!)? Put another way, how does faith help restore relationships? Luke 17:5-6
9. (Application) How does Jesus’ teaching on faith in Luke 17:5-6 address the quantity and quality of faith?
10. In Luke 17:7-10, still talking to his disciples (not the great multitude), Jesus addressed an attitude of service. In the parable, even after the exhausting work of plowing or the patient and detailed work keeping sheep, the master expected the servant to keep working because there was still work to be done albeit a different kind of work. We are to serve our Master for his pleasure, not our own. (Application) Consider your work for the Lord over the course of your life as a disciple of Jesus so far. What work does God still have for you? Consider tasks, conversations, and even forgiveness in the context of Luke 17.  
11. (Application) How does your work for the Lord compare to what the Lord has done for you? 

Yet, what will God say to his servants who enter heaven? Matthew 25:21, 23

12. (Application) Perhaps it is easy to obey out of obligation or duty or if there is a reward for obedience, but Jesus encourages obedience to God from a mind that chooses to serve God out of humility and gratitude. Compare different motivations for your personal obedience to God over time and record your thoughts. How does Luke 17:7-10 change or enhance your attitude of service to God?

14. What did the one leper do and how did Jesus respond? Luke 17:15-19
(Application) In what ways have you been like the nine lepers and enjoyed a gift but forgotten the Giver?
(Application) What can you thank God for today?

15. Based on our study of Luke thus far, describe the significance of the one leper who returned being a Samaritan, a foreigner.
16. (Application) What is the fruit of a grateful heart? 
(Application) What is the fruit of an ungrateful heart or entitled attitude?
