LESSON QUESTIONS
1. Take time to praise the Lord with intention before you begin your lesson and pray for the Lord’s protection this week as you seek more of him. Read John 14:1-18:27, then Luke 22:39-65 with Matthew 26:36-27:2, and Mark 14:32-72. These passages record the last part of Jesus’ Passover celebration, his instructions to the disciples (the “Upper Room Discourse”), prayer time in the Garden of Gethsemane, as well as Judas’ betrayal, Jesus’ arrest, and the beginning of his trials.  
2. After Judas left, Jesus had intimate time with the remaining eleven disciples. In the space provided, summarize Jesus’ main points in the following passages. Try not to paraphrase, but rather summarize Jesus’ main points that he communicated to his disciples during his last meal and gathering with them.

Why Have You Forsaken Me?
To the choirmaster: according to The Doe of the Dawn. A Psalm of David.
1 My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?
    Why are you so far from saving me, from the words of my groaning?
2 O my God, I cry by day, but you do not answer,
    and by night, but I find no rest.
3 Yet you are holy,
    enthroned on the praises of Israel.
4 In you our fathers trusted;
    they trusted, and you delivered them.
5 To you they cried and were rescued;
    in you they trusted and were not put to shame.
6 But I am a worm and not a man,
    scorned by mankind and despised by the people.
7 All who see me mock me;
    they make mouths at me; they wag their heads;
8 “He trusts in the Lord; let him deliver him;
    let him rescue him, for he delights in him!”
9 Yet you are he who took me from the womb;
    you made me trust you at my mother's breasts.
