I. Jesus’ Steps Toward and In Jerusalem

· Note: The exact chronology of Holy Week is difficult to determine, one reason being that Roman and Jewish days started at different times, so the specific timing of events depends on which calendar was used. It is unwise to be focused on the exact chronology more than the events in general. Listed below are common interpretations of chronology, but we will look at the events and their implications more than the specific days/dates of Holy Week.
A. Foretold His Death (Matthew 20:17-19, Mark 10:32-34, Luke 18:31-34)
B. Healed Blind Men (Matthew 20:29-34, Mark 10:46-52, Luke 18:35-43)
C. Triumphantly Entered Jerusalem (Matthew 21:1-11, Mark 11:1-10, Luke 19:28-40, John 12:12-19) – Sunday; Lodged in Bethany for the night (Mark 11:11) – Sunday night
D. Cursed a fig tree on the way to the city, wept over Jerusalem, cleansed the temple (Matthew 21:18-22, Mark 11:12-14, Luke 19:41-44) – Monday; spent Monday night in Bethany

E. Found the withered fig tree, challenged by religious leaders – (Mt. 21:23-23:39, Mk. 11:27-12:44, Luke 20:1-21:4) - Tuesday 
F. Taught on the Mount of Olives (Matthew 24-25, Mark 13, Luke 21:5-36) – Tuesday Evening

G. Ate Passover Meal, washed disciples’ feet, betrayed by Judas and arrested by the Sanhedrin (Matthew 26:1, Mark 14:1, Luke 22) – Thursday
