Jesus Reinterpreted the Passover
I. Passover and the Feast of Unleavened Bread (Luke 22:1)

A. They had to be prepared to face the world without Jesus by their side.
B. “Enough of this.”

A. “The Lord’s Supper” helps Christians remember how Jesus saved us from our sin. 
B. Fear and serve the Lord, not man. (Ecc. 12:13; Gal. 1:10; Prov. 9:10 and 19:23)
C. Resist the schemes of the devil. (John 10:10; 1 Peter 5:8; James 4:7; Eph. 6:10-19)
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
