1. To get the full picture of the resurrection, read the rest of each gospel account (book) beginning in Matthew 27:57, Mark 15:42, Luke 24:1, and John 19:38. 2. (Application) Luke said when the women heard the angels’ words, they remembered Jesus’ words. Try to think of a specific time you have “remembered his words” (or remembered God’s Word) when you realized something didn’t happen the way you expected and record it here. Luke 24:5-8

3. (Opinion) In the first century, women were not recognized with the same status as men. Jesus’ ministry elevated the status of women, and his disciples learned to value women from their Master rather than their culture. God chose women to be the first witnesses of Jesus’ resurrection. How do you think the male disciples felt hearing news of Jesus’ resurrection from a group of women?
4. (Opinion) How do you think the women who came to the tomb the morning of the third day felt witnessing the empty tomb then witnessing the disbelief of the disciples? Luke 24:1-12
5. (Application) The disciples did not necessarily doubt what the women said was true (that the tomb was empty), but they did not believe without seeing Jesus. Give an example of when you were slow to believe something (it does not have to be something about God) because the message did not come as you thought it might (i.e., when you were slow to believe the message because of the messenger, e.g., perhaps a message from a child or someone from a marginalized community).
6. (Opinion) What comes to your mind when you hear the gospel referred to as “good news”?

The whole story of the Bible is connected in the resurrection of Jesus. The Old Testament points to it, and the New Testament looks back on it. What about the resurrection of Jesus is part of the “good news”?

7. (Opinion) How does studying the resurrection strengthen your faith in God and trust in His Word? 
(Opinion) How can you explain the previous answer to someone you have been praying to know Jesus?

8. Reread Luke 24:28-32. (Application) What can you do to help your own heart burn within you as you study God’s Word?

9. Reread Luke 24:36-48. Describe Christ’s response to the disciples’ lack of understanding and moment of unbelief.
(Application) Describe a time Christ has been patient with your doubt or lack of understanding.
(Application) What are some ways you handle doubt on this side of the resurrection?

10. Reread Luke 24:44-45. (Application) How does the fact that Jesus had to open the minds of the disciples to understand the scriptures encourage you as you read and interpret God’s Word? What can you ask of Jesus?

11. (Application) In Luke 24:46-49, Jesus called the disciples to proclaim the good news and said that he would clothe them with power from on high. When have you tried to accomplish something in your own strength and power rather than the power of God? 
12. (Application) Why is it necessary to have the power of God to proclaim the good news of Jesus Christ? 
13. What did Jesus do for his disciples right before his ascension? Luke 24:50-51

How did the disciples respond? Luke 24:52-53
14. Why was it better for Jesus to ascend to heaven than stay with the disciples?
