“Night Court”: Mockery (of Jesus and of Justice) and Injustice
I. Jesus’ Trials (Luke 22:66-23:25; Matthew 26:57-27:2)
A. Religious Trials (about Jesus’ identity)
1. Before Annas, the former high priest (John 18:12-14)
2. Before Caiaphas, the current high priest (Matthew 26:57-68)
3. Before the Sanhedrin (Luke 22:66-71; Matthew 27:1-2) 
4. The charge: blasphemy; claiming to be the Son of God  
5. Some illegal parts of these trials: timing, voting, sentencing
· For example (this list is not exhaustive): A fair trial was impossible because the religious leaders plotted to kill Jesus weeks prior; There were to be no trials during feast time and no capital trials at night; the accused was to be allowed representation; members of the court were to vote individually, not by a group; Jews had no authority to execute people; the verdict had to be delivered the next day and sentencing after that (to allow more information to come forth that would favor the accused).
B. Roman Trials (about Jesus’ innocence)
1. Before Roman Governor Pontius Pilate (Luke 23:1-7; Matthew 27:11-14) – Pilate found Jesus innocent and also claimed he (Pilate) did not have legal jurisdiction.
2. Before King Herod (Luke 23:6-12) – Herod also found Jesus innocent and avoided political liability by sending Jesus back to Pilate.
3. Before Pilate again (Luke 23:11-25; Mt.27:15-26) - Pilate repeated that he found Jesus undeserving of death, appealed to the crowd for clemency, but appeased the crowd.
4. The claims (Luke 23:2): “misleading a nation,” forbidding people to pay taxes, claiming to be king
